All rights of entry exercisable by the Landlord extend to include (without limitation) its employees,
agents, surveyors, contractors and licensees with or without plant, equipment, appliances and
materials.

Interpretation of covenants

Any covenant by the Tenant not te do or omit to do anything must be construed as though the
covenzant were in addition a covenant not to permit or suffer that thing to be done or omitted to be
done.

Teoant's possessions

Within 15 days after receiving notice and
all supporting information mentioned above from the Customer, the Landlord must notify the
Customer of the decision whether the proposed installation or use within the Leased Space is
approved or not. In making such decision, the Lendlord must exercise its feir and reasonable
discretion, taking into account the concerns over the engineering, technical, architectural and interior

design aspects,

The Customer agrees to control and ensure that its officials, employees, relatives and dependents
strictly comply with this clause at al] times.

If the Customer has the right to transfer its rights and obligations under the Lease Agrecment, the
parties agree that the Customer impliedly has the right to transfer its rights and obligations under this
Agreement,

U
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Pavment of the Service Fee, Maintenance Fee and other expenses

As long as this Agresment remains effective, the Customer agrees to pay the Service Fee and the
Maintenance Fes to the Landiord in accordance with the form and procedures and within the date
and time specified in this Agreement.

If the Customer must pay a Specific Payment, it agrees to pay within the time specified by the
Landlord in the relevant invoice or within the time specified in this Agreement, as the case may be.

If the Custorner does not pay within the time specified in this clause, it agrees to pay interest on the
overdue amount at the rate of 15 percent, per annum calculated from the due date for which that
amount becomes due untif fall payment of the overdue amount is made to the Land!lord.

Taxation

The Landlord is solely responsible for all taxes, duties and levies relating to the operation of its own
business.

The Customer is solely responsible for all taxes, duties and levies relating fo the operation of its own
business, It also agrees 1o pay all duties (duty stamps) assessable on or payable in relation to this
Agreement, the Service Fee and the Specific Payment.

Liability for damage or losses

If any damage, injury or death is caused by a willfal act or gross negligence of the Landlord or its
officials or employees, the Landlord shall be liable for (and indemnify against} the damage to the
Customer's property.

¥¢ any damage, injury or death is caused by a willful act or gross negligence of the Customer or its
officials or employees, the Customer shall be liable for (and indemnify against) the damage fo the
Landiord's property and the injury or death of a third party (this includes an official or employee of
the Landlord).

Except otherwise specified in this Agreement, no party may claim from the other party damages for
indirect or consequential loss including, but not limited 1o, Joss of opportunity, loss of profit, accrual
of interest on any loans used in the investment or as working capital or other similar finances.

Defanlt and consequences

If the Customer does not satisfy the requirements regarding the "Use of Services" (clause 3 hereof),
the Landlord may make a protest or waming to the Customer, suspend the Customer’s use or
enjoyment of all or any parts of the Services, or forbid any act done by the Customer which may
breach, contravene or conflict with clause 3 of this Agreement. If the Landlord has taken such
action in & belief in good faith that the Customer's non-compliance may materially affect the
Shopping Mall, any users of the Shopping Mall or any neighboring buildings or residents (after
analysing the circumstances and engineering or technical issues) and the Landlord or its authorised
representative responsible for managing the Shopping Mall has made the warning or protest of
potential dauger, but the Customer continues to act against the warning, then the Landlord may
terminate this Agresment without prior notice.

Tn addition to thie Landlord's right to collect the default interest in case of the Customer’s default on
payment of the Service Fee or any amounts payable to the Landlord, if the Customer defaults on
payment of the Service Fee or any amounts payable to the Landlord consecutively twice and the
Landlord sends notice demanding payment at least once to the Customer, the Landlord may also

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immediately tenninate this Agreement and seize the security deposit provided by the Customer to
secure the performance of its obligations under this Agreement.

Cross default

If the Lease Agreement between the parties to this Agreement is terminated for any reason, this
Agreemént shall immediately and without notice terminate. Termination of this Agreement under
this clause shall not prejudice each party's rights accrued under this Agreement on or before the
termination hereof,
